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   Need For Surgery     
When I was nine years 
old, soon to be ten, my 
mom took me from the 
school lunchroom to the 
doctor’s office.  Not a 
doctor close by, but to a 
doctor 90 miles from 
where we lived.  Mom 
and Dad were absolutely 
certain that Dr. Weems 
was the only competent 
doctor in Florida. 

For weeks, it seemed 
longer, I had bouts of a 
terrible stomach ache.  
Mama did what was con-
sidered good medicine by 
country folks, she gave 
me Syrup of Black 
Draught.  That was an 
improvement over Castor 
Oil. 

For some reason Mom 
became concerned, on a 
particular morning, about 
my constant tummy ache 
and drove thirteen miles 
to Immokalee Elementary 
School.  She walked into 
the school cafeteria and 
found me sitting against a 
wall, so sick that I could-
n’t eat. 

Following a blood test 
and examination by Dr. 
Weems, I heard the doctor 
say to my mom, “I think 
we have to operate.”  My 

response, “What!  You 
think, you don’t know!” 

Yes, you guessed right, I 
had appendicitis.  After 
surgery, Dr. Weems told 
mom that my appendix 
would not have held 
much longer. 

My reason for this story 
is to stress that even a 
child, when faced with 
what is considered a seri-
ous health issue, is very 
sensitive to responses 
that seem to question a 
decision.   

Even more so with can-
cer.  When treatment 
doesn’t go as well as 
hoped, patients want an 
explanation and an un-
derstanding of their 
situation.  When there is 
reluctance to communi-
cate, the patient is left 
with one  option, get a 
second opinion. 

Prentiss and I made three 
trips, on different occa-
sions, taking a son to 
UAB for a second opin-
ion.  Prentiss and I have 
each been referred by an 
Anniston physician.  
Those conferences with 
department heads at 
UAB, eased our con-
cerns.  

No patient should be 
treated badly because 
they ask for a second 
opinion.  As a matter of 
fact, every recognized 
medical association en-
courages second opin-
ions, so it is a red flag 
when a doctor discour-
ages a patient from 
seeking the second 
opinion.  Also, in this 
day of “Patient Choice,”  
because of the internet, 
patients are more in-
formed about their diag-
nosis and therefore are 
more likely to seek a 
second opinion.   

When a doctor is reluc-
tant to be open with a 
patient, the patient can 
encourage, even demand 
more openness from 
their doctor, or it may be 
necessary to find a new 
doctor.  After all, the 
patient is the person who 
is living with cancer and 
the person who will ulti-
mately face the battles 
and resulting affects of 
their disease.   

A second or even a third 
opinion is a patient’s 
right and should be re-
spected, even encour-
aged by, and I believe 
would be by a genuinely 
caring doctor.

Patients should be candid with 
their doctors and ask direct 
questions.  If you are shy, write 
your questions down before 
your visit and have your doctor  
answer each one.  Communica-
tion is a two way street!  There 
is room for improvement for 
both patient and doctor. 
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You laid a path for us! 
Thank YOU Mighty Oaks! 

My sister Debby, who lives in Columbia, Missouri and works at the Harry S. Truman Memorial Veterans Hospital, 
sent this profound and soul searching Email to me.  Many times, people who have accomplished much to make this 
world a better place, as they age, lose their sense of dignity and sense of value.

(7)  THANKS: A woman 
is thanking you, just say you’re welcome….If she says THANKS a LOT —That is pure sarcasm and she is not thank-
ing you at all.  Do not respond!  (8)  WHATEVER: Is a woman’s way of saying, To Heck With You!
